Hopefully by the time you read this, the Kansasislegure will have passed a K-12 school
finance plan for the 2009-2010 school yeHirapproved it its current form, it will keep the

funding per student at $4,400. That will resultitoss in budget authority of $380,529 for the
2009-2010 school year.

West Franklin is like 2/3 of the districts in thate. We are a declining enrollment school dis-
trict. The loss of funding is in part due to oass$ of enroliment in the past two years.

At a time when our funding levels will decreasendfigantly, our operational costs will unfor-
tunately continue to increase. Employee healtbransce premiums, utilities, food, teaching
supplies and other operational costs will contitiuacrease.

A plan has been developed to deal with the $380i&=28for next year. That plan includes
reducing some coaches and activity programs, sdspgiocal effectiveness grants to teacher
for innovative programs, shifting vocational dofldrom equipment purchases to paying sala;
ries, reducing summer maintenance to district ingicdind grounds and personnel reductions.
The remainder of the cuts will come from spendiogid the district’s ending balances, which
is never a good idea in budget circles.

The districtdoes nothave a capital outlay mill levy. The upkeep on louildings and grounds
has been held to a minimum because of a lack afifign The very limited capital improve-

ments upgrades, which have been undertaken intrgears, were paid for with interest on idle

funds and yearend cash balances. Next year wilbbgteof those funding sources reduced.

Of the ten (10) school districts which share a camtnorder with the West Franklin School
District, eight (8) have a capital outlay mill leand the two (2) who do not, do have a bond
mill levy. Six (6) of the ten (10) have both a dapoutlay and bond mill levy. Of the ten (10)
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districts we share a border with, eight (8) havégher total mill levy than West Franklin does
Over 90% of the school districts in Kansas havegtal outlay mill levy.

At the June 2008 Kansas State Department of Edurc&tthool Budget Workshop, Dale Den-
nis, Deputy Commissioner, stated that becauseedbtislget cuts he predicted would be com-
ing, USDs without a capital outlay mill levy wouficid it very difficult to survive.

A capital outlay mill levy is not the silver bullsblution to all of our facility and budget chal-
lenges. It will, however, assist us in helping main the facilities and equipment we have,
while relieving pressure on the school budget. Bb@rd of education’s agenda for April™.3
will include a request to authorize a capital opttaill levy for the 2009-2010 school budget
year.
